Here is big news! Now, in enlisting in the Women's Army Corps, you
can know exactly to which branch of the Army you will be assigned. You
have the opportunity to be an Air'Wac! That is, you may join the Women's
Army Corps SPECIFICALLY for service with the Army Air Forces.

Already thousands of women have become Air Wacs. More are needed.

You need not be trained already in one of the many Air WAC jobs!
If you have the desire and the aptitude to learn, the Army Air Forces will
give you special traimning right en the job or in an official Army school.

FACTS ABOUT THE WAC

L. PART OF THE ARMY. A WAL is a soldier, too. She serves for the
duration of the war plus six months. is assigned 1o non-flying, non-
combat duty. If she requests and qualifies for it, she may serve overseas.

2. WAC OFFICERS COME UP FROM THE RANKS. Every enlisted woman

has an opporwnity to compete for selection as an officer candidare,
and to go o Officers’ Candidate School.

3. ALL ARMY BENEFITS. Enlisted women receive several free uniforms
complete with other clothing and accessories which, if they could be
purchased at reail prices, would cost about $250. Further, they re-
ceive post-war security benefits; National Life Insurance; reduced costs
for thearre tickets; free mail privileges: privilege 10 make purchases,
at government prices, at the post exchange; "furlough rates” on rail-
roads for private travel. Duty travel is, of course, free.

#. SOCIAL UFE. Wacs may participate in social activities: dances, par-
ties, shows, music, etc. They may marry, if they wish, 1o soldier, sailor,
marine or civilian. Every effort is made to give a Wac leave when her
husband is on leave,

5. AIR WAC WORK. Air Wacs do more than 86 different jobs in the
Army Air Forces. Some of the major occupational groups are: Admin-
